Take the A66 west from Penrith and after about 8 miles turn right 
for Ullswater on the A5091.  Go past the Troutbeck Inn and take 
the first right.  Go past Gill Head and follow the road for about 1.5 
miles, over the hump backed bridge and after the electricity 
generating station on the left it is the next property on the right.

What a desirable combination - an attached three bedroom country home with integral two bedroom cottage, surrounded by the stunning scenery of the 
Lake District National Park and with around an acre of paddock, plus stabling.  This property can be used in its current format – with income from an 
established and successful holiday letting  – or could be configured as one larger five bedroom family property. 

The location is superb, lying conveniently between Keswick and Penrith and with easy access onto the A66 east-west route and thence the M6 north-
south and the main west coast railway at Penrith station. 

The house has a kitchen with one of the best ‘washing-up’ views around and an adjoining utility room, including cloaks and downstairs shower room.  The 
large living room has sitting and dining areas and there is a small conservatory on the south west elevation to take advantage of the exceptional view and 
aspect.  Upstairs there are three bedrooms, a large master with fitted wardrobes, a smaller double and a single, served by the goodsized house bathroom 
which includes a shower. 

The cottage has its own front door and is also connected to the house through a door in the hallway.  There is a large comfortable sitting room and 
kitchen, bathroom with shower and two double bedrooms. 

The approach to the property along single track road brings you into the glorious surrounding countryside and on entering the grounds there is a circular 
driveway with a double garage (single door) and parking for several vehicles.  There are two connecting paddocks with stabling in one and there are 
garden areas to front, side and rear.
